AFNOR had its usual meeting in preparation for the WG9 meeting on 2011-06-06

Atego has decided to retire from the group, leaving only two paying members, Adalog and SII. There is currently enough funding to support the group for this year, but there is a serious concern about the survival of the group in the future.

No list of AIs was circulated before the meeting. Considering that the next meeting was to issue the NWI for Ada 2012, while some technical points were still under discussion, the group discussed whether a delay in the schedule for the standard would be acceptable. The position of AFNOR is that there should be no absolute statement, but that the possibility of a delay should be weighed according to benefit/delay ratio. For example, the group felt that dropping contract aspects would be unacceptable, even if finishing the proposal would cause delay. On a less fundamental issue, like subpools, the group felt  that having a working proposal could be worth a small delay (less than 3 months), but not more.

On the request of AFNOR, the group agreed to withdraw NF/CEN-28652:1987, the French version of the Ada 87 standard (never updated since).

A number of questions were raised concerning the Ada annex to the vulnerabilities document that was circulated very shortly before the meeting. It appears that the recent update had modifications that went beyond presentation aspects. There is also the issue on Ada 2012:
should it be addressed? Should there be notes that the status of some vulnerabilities might evolve (like references to functions having only in parameters)? The position is that the document is not yet finished (see Ada26.1 for example), and cannot be transmitted as is.

Ada-Europe would like to inform the WG9 convenor that it will send a 2 person Ada-Europe liaison delegation to Meeting #60 in Edinburgh, UK on Friday 24 June 2011.

The delegation consists of:

- Dirk Craeynest (presenter)
After the current "special" Ada Connection event, which combined the 5-day Ada-Europe and 1-day UK conferences, the next Ada-Europe conference will follow the "traditional" scheme and is scheduled for June 11-15, 2012, in Stockholm, Sweden.  As usual, WG9 is invited to schedule one of its next meetings there.

Last year, Ada-Europe announced its first student programming contest, entitled "the Ada Way", which is intended to attract interest to Ada in the educational environment.  Unfortunately, no submissions were received by the original deadline, nevertheless we know of some that
are being prepared.  The contest is therefore extended: in a first phase the best "early" submission will get a small award, and will be made public as an example; further submissions are then invited, in order to "do better".  In parallel, a discussion among educational Ada users will be initiated to determine the focus of future editions of this programming contest.

About standardization related activities.  Ada-Europe hereby wants to make a formal statement to express that our organization is committed to continue to financially support the standardization process of Ada, under the supervision of the Board.

Ada-Europe continued its support for the WG9 convenor (travel grant, conference registration), and is committed to continuing this support, hopefully together with SIGAda and ARA as in the past.

Ada-Europe also supported the Ada2012 work, in 2010 with a grant to the RM Editor, and is planning the publication of Rationale chapters in its Ada User Journal starting Sep 2011.  Future plans are to publish the Rationale and Reference Manual in Springer's LNCS series.

Furthermore, we'd like to ask about the status of our request in the Valencia meeting last year to release the Ada Reference Manual formatting tool as Free Software.  The RM Editor then agreed to do that, but as far as we know the licence has not yet been changed in the available download package.

Finally, we voice our concern about the number of countries represented at WG9 meetings.  Most recently, at SIGAda 2010 last November only 4 countries were officially represented (USA, Canada, France, UK (virtually)) while ISO requires regular representation from at least 5 countries.  Is there anything that this WG can do to make it easier for representatives to participate, to counter the current trend where some national bodies seem to create more and more hurdles to working group participation?

WG 23 Liaison Report:
WG 23 Liaison Representative, Erhard Ploedereder
Report from WG23 (formerly OWG):

Since the last meeting of WG9, the base document of the Technical Report has been edited slightly by the project editor to reflect comments received in the past. A few new vulnerabilities are being added, among them possibly issues stemming from concurrency. Consequently, annex writers should track the base document closely. It is intended to go into the next round of DTR standardization activities by late 2012 with Annexes that fully correspond to the base document. A WD is imminent (in July 2011). The PDTR registration is scheduled for the end of 2011. In order to improve the synchronicity of the base document and the annexes, it is planned that periodic descriptions of the deltas for the base document will be distributed. 

The Annexes have been streamlined and slightly unified by the project editor. Meanwhile additional annexes have been received for Python and SQL, while the C++-Annex is still not started. 

WG23 met on Sunday and Monday before the Ada-Europe conference. It discussed the draft write-ups by Stephen Michell on concurrency vulnerabilities. Significant reorganizations and rewrites of the write-ups were initiated. The next opportunity to discuss them, in a different setting, is the IRTAW near Santander. Also, MITRE-comments on the Python-Annex were discussed and handled. However, the group was somewhat unprepared for the discussion of the Python and SQL Annexes, so that the benefits were limited. The general notion of annexes for scripting languages was discussed at some length. 

The revised Ada Annex sent from WG23 to WG9 a couple of months ago should be reviewed by WG9 to assure that no unintentional errors have been introduced. Probably a quick cross-check with the base document is in order as well to ensure that the vulnerability descriptions still match up. (A few sub-issues have been moved between sections of the main document.)

Rod Chapman awaits the approval of the Ada annex before his polishing pass over the SPARK Annex.

Action Item 50-1

Investigate the possibility that ANSI might be willing to sell the revised ASIS standard ISO/IEC 15291:200x inexpensively, i.e. at a price similar to that of programming language standards -- $18.

Status: Open. It has been surprisingly difficult to obtain the appropriate contact information. Bill Thomas will look into this further and get back to us at the next meeting (#56). 

ANSI does not set the prices. If they get a standard from ISO, then ISO sets the price and ANSI must conform to the prices set by ISO. ANSI could designate another organization to sell an ISO standard, but the ISO price must still be satisfied. 

Is there an alternative to investigate here to distribute non-standard materials? Also look into the steps that John Benito has taken to distribute the C standard. 

Bill Thomas will investigate further and report back at meeting #61.
Resolution 51-7:

ISO/IEC JTC1/SC22/WG9 recommends to SC22 that the following Standard be withdrawn when it reaches the end of its five-year review period: 

· ISO/IEC 13813:1998 Generic packages of real and complex type declarations and basic operations for Ada (including vector and matrix types)

Ada Annex to WG23 Technical Report
Background 

The HRG produced the 'Ada Annex' for the WG 23 report on language vulnerabilities and delivered the document to WG23 for consideration for inclusion in the TR. Praxis High Integrity Systems produced a SPARK Annex that was in alignment with the Ada Annex.  Both of these Annexes have been published in Ada Letters as working documents.

 As reported at the last WG9 meeting, WG23 reviewed the Annex along with the SPARK Annex (N517) developed by Praxis and found that the format was not in alignment with other Annexes included in the TR. WG23 (John Benito) agreed to revise the documents to be more acceptable to WG23.  A draft version of the revised Ada Annex (N516) was distributed to the WG9 membership prior to this meeting for review and consideration.

Discussion

Need to resolve the outstanding issues in the document and respond to WG 23 by end of July 2011.  Alan Burns will coordinate the team to resolve to the outstanding issues.  Tucker Taft will work on Section 58.  Tullio Vardanega will provide a delta between the original WG 23 and the new WG 23 document.  Joyce Tokar will work on the overall document updates.

Ada Standard Update

Background

The UK delegation feels uncomfortable when additional features are added to Ada that provide the user with more than one way to perform an action. It is not that we object to personal flexibility but are mindful of the problems caused for program maintenance if different programmers use different styles.

A particular aspect of Ada 2012 which illustrates this is the case of aspects. Generally we greatly applaud aspects as a far superior way of doing things than using pragmas or what used to be known as representation specifications. However, we dislike them for giving properties such as Pure to packages. Although we have been assured that Ada 2012 will continue to use pragma Pure, we understand to our surprise that it will also allow this property to be given by an aspect specification. Our feeling is that this is a disgusting and revolting unnecessary option.
