Resolution 2012.01: Progression of 9995-9 "Information technology -- Keyboard layouts for text and office systems -- Part 9: Multilingual-usage, multiscript keyboard group layouts" to DIS (WG 1)
ISO/IEC JTC 1/SC 35 requests the Secretariat  to update the AFNOR-formatted text of the DIS, prepared just before the meeting, to take into account the modifications drafted according to the Kyōto WG1 meeting discussions (N 1812).
