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SC 29/WG 11 is developing ISO/IEC 14496-22 Information Technology – Coding of Audio-visual objects – Open Font Format. FCD stage is achieved at the Bangkok meeting on 16-20 January 2006 and FDIS stage is planned to be achieved at the July 2006 meeting of WG 11.

The FCD carries the following scope:

Multimedia applications require a broad range of media-related standards.  In addition to the typical audio and video applications the need for additional media components includes font technology.  This standard details the format of the Open Font Format (OFF) specification, the TrueType™ and Compact Font Format (CFF) outline formats, and the TrueType hinting language.  Many references to both TrueType and PostScript exist throughout this document, as Open Font Format fonts combine the two technologies.

NOTE 
This specification is based on the OpenType® format version 1.4 font format specification and is technically equivalent to that specification.
We invite SC 34 experts to join in the effort in the time between FCD and FDIS. The 76th WG 11 meeting in Montreux (CH) and the 77th WG 11 meeting in Klagenfurt (AT) are two excellent opportunities for this joint effort to be carried out efficiently. Please note that the 77th WG 11 meeting will be followed by the 19th SC 29 plenary meeting at the same venue. Both occasions would be ideal to effectively further this collaboration.

We are in agreement that in the spirit of collaboration between the two committees working on Open Font Format standardization it might be beneficial that you initiate an SC 34 project leading to ISO/IEC 9541-4 Information Technology – Font Information Interchange – Open Font Format. We have been advised that the scope of this standard be formulated having in mind the SC 34 perspective on this standard. It is obviously essential that the technical content of the SC29 standard is not modified and should remain exactly the same as the OpenType® format version 1.4 font format specification.  In the meantime, SC29 Secretariat will continue to process the standard through the next phases.

Therefore we have requested the establishment of a liaison with you to further the common goals on this effort.
