Public transport 
 
By train from Schiphol Airport to Delft 
There are no direct connections to Delft. You can take the intercity train to Den Haag HS, direction 
Roosendaal/Vlissingen and take the local train to Rotterdam Centraal. This train calls at Delft. Or you can 
take from Schiphol Airport the local train to Leiden Centraal and then the express train to Delft, direction 
Rotterdam Centraal. 
 
By train from Schiphol Airport to Den Haag (The Hague) 
There is an express train from Schiphol Airport to Den Haag Centraal or a local train from Schiphol Airport to 
Leiden Centraal. In Leiden Centraal you can take the express train to Den Haag Centraal. 
 
By train from Schiphol Airport to Rotterdam 
There is an intercity from Schiphol Airport to Rotterdam Centraal or an express train from Leiden Centraal to 
Rotterdam Centraal. 
 
Local transport: by bus, by taxi, by train (from Delft to NEN) 
At the busstation of Delft Centraal, just near the railway station, there is a direct bus to NEN. The Express 
bus (number 130), direction Abtswoudsepark, calls at ‘Kalfjeslaan’ which is a minute walk to NEN. From the 
busstop it is on your right (the busstop behind you!). At the railway station it is possible to take a taxi to NEN. 
It is also possible to take a train from Delft Centraal to Delft Zuid. From Delft-Zuid, it is a three minutes walk 
to NEN. 
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
